Showing our scars
It can bring healing—to us and others

“O Lord my God, | cried to you for help, and you ha ve healed me”  (Psalm 30:2).

My mother had heart surgery nine years ago. At firs t she tried to find blouses with high
necklines to conceal the top of the long scar that began at the bottom of her throat. But
over time she stopped doing that.

Now she proudly wears blouses with the top button u ndone—nher scar peeking out for the world to see.
She says she doesn’t mind who sees it because it te lls a story of something she has been through, a
tale she lived to tell.

Could it be that we are wisest when we learn to see our scars that way? Not just the scars of
surgeries but those life has given us: the ones tha t remain inside us from love lost, from tragedy

experienced, from abuse—and even those left by our failures or bad choices?
